Who may nominate / How to Nominate

Nominations for the award may be made by any Canadian. The Nomination package should include: 

· The candidate’s curriculum vitae/resume 

· A comprehensive record of all publications, awards, and grant awards – this should also include all teaching and faculty positions held and the number of graduate students being supervised;

· A concise, comprehensive statement indicating the merits and contribution made by the nominee to multidisciplinary ocean science -- the statement should be supported by references to significant contributions, ideas, publications, teaching activities and program leadership;

· A summary of the accomplishments of the individual and a statement indicating how these accomplishments were connected with the progress of multidisciplinary ocean science; 

· Letters of support.  

Nominations which did not result in an award will be considered in subsequent years with the nominator’s consent, unless disqualified. The nominator is encouraged to update the nomination package. 

Candidates will be evaluated on their qualifications in at least several of the following five categories: 

· Significant contributions to multidisciplinary facets of ocean sciences; 

· Contribution of significant ideas; 

· Impact on Canadian Marine Science; 

· Leadership through teaching/mentoring; 

· Program, disciplinary and interdisciplinary activities (to include "outreach" activities).
